The purpos of this study was to determine the effects of extracts
of plumbago europacaon th@ healing of the pressure sores. Betadine ,
aqueous extract and equeous - chloroformic extract of plumbago europaea
were applied on 20 pressure sores of spinal cord injury clients and
wound healing standards were wecord in a checklist .

Data analysis indicated that condition of wound drainages after
dressing with equeous extract was worsen (P £ 0/03 ), therefor treatment
was discontinued . wounds stages after dressing with equeous e;tract were
improved, but this change was not significant .

After dressing with betadine and equeous - chloroformic extract no
significant different in wound condition was observed .

Bosed on the results of thestudy it could be suggested that effect of
equeous —chloroformic extract is more effective than aqueous eXtract and

the effect of equeous extract 1S more than betadine.
